
Applicant General Information 

 

The Triton College POWER test will be held in the lower level of the Robert Collins Center, 

Room 104B (track), at 9:00 and 11:30 a.m. on the date you are registered.  Applicants are 

required to arrive one half hour (30 minutes) prior to their scheduled test time to fill out 

additional forms. 

 

ALL TESTING is done inside in the lower level of the Robert Collins building located on the 

east side of Fifth Avenue. Dress accordingly. 

  

• Applicants must be 20 years of age at the time of testing and have a State-issued 

picture identification card. 

• The last day an applicant can register for the power test is three (3) days in advance 

of the scheduled date the POWER test is to be administered.  

• The tuition for the POWER test is $50.00. The tuition fee must be paid in advance 

within three (3) days of registration in-person at the cashier’s office on the main 

campus, or at (708)456-0300 ext. #3649 during normal business hours, (Monday – 

Thursday 8 a.m. – 7:00 p.m. and Friday 8 a.m. – 4:00 p.m.).  

• If submitting this request outside of these hours, a Triton College representative will 

contact you within 48 hours of the request to register.. 

• Fees will not be accepted the day of the test.   

• All participants of the POWER test must wear appropriate exercise clothing, sweats, 

shorts of proper length, and t-shirts are recommended. 

• Athletic-type shoes are required.  No street shoes or boots will be allowed in areas 

of fitness center. 

• Clothing having zippers are strictly prohibited. No hats or caps will be worn during 

the testing.  

• No electronic devices, such as an ipod or MP3 players will be allowed during the 

testing. 

• Individuals missing the scheduled test will have forfeited their fees.  

• The POWER card will be issued to the candidate following the successful 

completion of the test.
