« Internet Essentials Free to New Customers: For low-income families, new
customers will receive 60 days of complimentary Internet Essentials service, which
is normally available to all qualified low-income households for $9.95/month.
Additionally, for all new and existing Internet Essentials customers, the speed of
the program’s Internet service was increased to 25 Mbps downstream and 3 Mbps
upstream. That increase will go into effect for no additional fee and it will become
the new base speed for the program going forward.
